BCPO Meeting Briefing - April 25, 2002

Central Contractor Registration (CCR) System

1. CCR full implementation effective May 1, 2002, next Wednesday.

2. DoD CCR home page now links to the Treasury CCR Web page available at www.treas.gov/procurement/ccr.  

3. CCR Memorandum of Agreement/Interagency Agreement moving; bureau procurement officers may secure half their funding for it from their CFO's; amounts will be emailed with notice of Finance collaboration.

4. CCR to be the cornerstone system of the Integrated Vendor Profile Network: will link to PPIRS, PRONET, FMS dead beat list, Debarred/Suspended list & more; contractor Representations & Certifications to begin to be added by fall 2002.

5. OCC is offering its "middle table" database approach to other bureaus.

Section 508

1. Working on clarification of the "national security" exception with CIO offices & the Interdepartmental Section 508 Working Group to alleviate unnecessary hardship compliance.

2. Changed Treasury clauses are about to be issued.

3. Intervention with GSA & the Interdepartmental Section 508 Working Group has resulted in the GSA Smart Pay Program Office moving to Section 508 compliance with the contracted banks.

4. The Purchase Card exception expires 1/1/03.   Treasury's proposal to do a one-time 2-year extension at the $2,500 threshold has been accepted and is being supported by the Interdepartmental Section 508 Working Group; OFPP is supporting this as well; Advocacy groups will be informed for reaction. 

5. Industry should use the Section 508 Compliance template format at http://www.section508.gov/buyaccessible/main.cfm, which publicly displays the compliance level of a vendor's products: Treasury bureaus should encourage vendors to use the template.

6. Bureaus are reminded that IT security and access systems are generally subject to Section 508, and with the emphasis on increased security occasioning bureau enhancements, OCIO's should be reminded of Section 508 applicability.

7. No major Section 508 complaints yet government-wide. 

FedBizOpps (FBO)

1. Bureaus must ensure that they are complying with full FBO use for posting synopses & solicitations (indexing included); it's a major performance goal; we'll be measured

2. "Tips & Tricks" have been developed & issued along with new FAQ's from GSA.

3. New version of FBO to be implemented 7/1/02 as Version 2.

4. Strategic Plan for FBO being developed to integrate it fully with E-Gov initiatives.

5. Additional Treasury-provided FBO training to be announced shortly.
