3. Provide the name(s) and email addresses for the Federal Agency administrator responsible for  

      monitoring progress of staff so access to Know Net Online Testing can be set up. 

4. Decide whether Know Net Online Testing is to be offered at the desktop or in a proctored setting. 

5. Provide a Point of Contact (POC) for coordination with your Agency’s Learning Management
